1.4 Elshorouk Institutes Shall

*  Assign an Academy Manager as the representative to
be the link between Huawei and the Elshorouk
Institutes, instructors cannot be Academy Managers.

o  Allow fesh-grades and students from other
unjversities and higher institutes to attend the training
and make permits for admission to Elshorouk
Institutes,

o Give the first two classes free of charge for students.

s The Academy shall be keen to ensure that the
accredited trainer shall hold (6) training courses until
December 2020,

e If the instructor left the academy, or didn't fulfil the
program targets, Eishorouk Institutes shall bear the
cost to train his replacement, and this is to ensure the
quality and continuity of the initiative.

¢ The academy license shall be canceled in case its
number of trainees are less than 40 trainee in a period
of 12 month.

+ Theinstructor license shall be canceled in case he/she
trained less than 20 trainee in a period of 12 month.

=  Each instructor needs to fill the information form, this
is to perform any fees transfer, il any. (annex3)

e A full evaluation shall be conducted on the academy
and the instructors, to highlight the performance and
resulis perivdically (quarterly and annually).

»  Elshorouk Institutes shall make sure to issue any entry
permit for Huawei team, whenever required (annex4).
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2. Effectiveness and duration

This MOU shall enter into force from the date of signature by
both parties and shall remain in force for (12) months or at any
time by termination by either party in writing and with a notice

This MOU may be terminated immediately by either Party if
any of the following events occur:

@) The filing by or against the other Party in any
court of competent jurisdiction of a petition in
bankruptcy or insolvency; or

b) The other Party enlers into a scheme of
rearrangement (reorganization) with creditors; or

t) The appointment of a receiver or trustees in
respect of the business of the ather Party; or
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d) The making of an assignment by the other Party
for the benefit of its creditors.

This MOU shall terminate automatically and with immediate
effect upon one of the following events occurring:

a) The Parties conclude a Contract or Purchase

Order for the Project;

success of the initiative within 12 months of the

c) The Parties mutually agree to terminate this
MOU.

f) Any existing Intellectual Property owned by the
Huawei and used to deliver training will be licensed
to the Academy at an agreed cost for the purpose of
training delivery.
